By extension, missing the boat also means, figuratively speaking, miss-
ing an opportunity.

In the top example, the speaker explained why, due to timing, he/she
bought a MacBook Air instead of an Ultrabook. At that time, the Ultra-
book wasn't so good, either.

For example, some Ultrabooks did not have the trackpad — “missed the
boat"” on that one, meaning that newer versions of the Ultrabook came
out on the market soon and they all had the trackpad, plus high-quality
displays.
